This manual contains assembly, operating, maintenance, adjustment and safety instructions for
your Exmark mower.

BEFORE OPERATING YOUR MOWER, CAREFULLY READ THIS MANUAL IN ITS ENTIRETY..

By following the operating, maintenance and safety instructions, you will prolong the life of your
mower, maintain its maximum efficiency and promote safe operation.

If additional information is needed, or should you require trained mechanic service, contact your
authorized Exmark equipment dealer or distributor.

All Exmark equipment dealers and distributors are kept informed of the latest methods of servicing
and are equipped to provide prompt and efficient service in the field or at their service stations. They
carry ample stock of service parts or can secure them for you from the factory.

Stop equipment and inspect blades after striking
objects or if an abnormal vibration occurs. Make
necessary repairs before resuming operations.

Clean grass and debris from cutting units, drives,
mufflers, and engine to help prevent fires. Clean up oil
or fuel spillage.

Let engine cool before storing and do not store near
flame.

Shut of fuel while storing or transporting. Do not store
fuel near flames or drain indoors.

Park machine on level ground. Never allow untrained
personnel to service machine.

Use jack stands to support components when required.

Carefully release pressure from components with
stored enayy.

Disconnect battery or remove spark plug wire before
making any repairs. Disconnect the negative terminal
first and the positive last. Reconnect positive first and
negative last.

Use care when checking blades:ayythe blade(s) or
wear gloves, and use caution when servicing them.
Only replace blades. Never straighten or weld them.

Keep hands and feet away from moving parts. If
possible, do not make adjustments with the engine
running.

General Operation

e Allow only responsible adults who are familiar with
the instructions to operate the machine.

» Be sure the area is clear of other people before
mowing. Stop the machine if anyone enters the area.

e Do not mow in reverse unless absolutely necessary
Always look down and behind before and while
backing.

» Be aware of the mower disclgardirection and do not
point it at anyone. Do not operate the mower without
either the entire grass catcher or the guard in place.

» Slow down before turning. Sharp turns on any terrain
may cause loss of control.




e Turn of blades when not mowing.

» Keep hands, feet, hair and loose clothing away from
attachment dischge area, underside of mower and
any moving parts while engine is running.

» Stop the engine before removing the grass catcher or
unclogging the chute.

e Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

e Watch for trafic when operating near or crossing
roadways.

Slope Operation

Slopesand ramps are a major factor related to
loss-of-control and tip-over accidents, which can result in
severe injury or death. All slopes and ramps require extra
caution. If you cannot back up the slope or if you feel
uneasy on it, do not mow it.

Do:

* Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree limbs, etc. from
the mowing area. @lch for holes, ruts or bumps, as
uneven terrain could overturn the machiral grass
can hide obstacles.

» Use slow speed so that you will not have to stop while
on the slope.

* Follow the manufactur& recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights to improve stability

» Use extra care with grass catchers or other
attachments. These can change the stability of the
machine.

» Keep all movement on slopes slow and gradual. Do
not make sudden changes in speed or direction.

Safety and Instruction Decals

Avoid starting or stopping on a slope. If tires lose
traction, disengage the blades and proceed slowly
straight down the slope.

Check carefully for overhead clearances (i.e. branches,
doorways, electrical wires) before driving under any
objects and do not contact them.

Initially, the crankcase must be filled with 0.6 quarts
(0.55 liters) of SAE 30 oil; 10¥20 oil may be substituted
if SAE 30 is not available. Use any high quality dgésit
oil having the American Petroleum Institute (API)
“service classification"—SFSG, SH or SJ.

Before each use, ensure that the oil level is between the
FULL and ADD marks on the dipstick (Fig. 4). Add oil if

Add
gasoline to the fuel tank until the level is 1/4 to
1/2 inch (6 to 13 mm) below the bottom of the
filler neck. This empty space in the tank allows
gasoline to expand.

* Never smoke when handling gasoline, and stay
away from an open flame or whee gasoline
fumes may be ignited by a spark.

 Store gasoline in an appoved container and
keep it out of the reach of children.

» Never buy more than a 30-day supply of
gasoline.

HOW T O AVOID THE HAZARD

» Do not fill gasoline containers inside a vehicle
or on a truck or trailer bed because interior
carpets or plastic truck bed liners may insulate
the container and slow the loss of any static
charge.

e When practical, remove gas-powexd
equipment from the truck or trailer and r efuel
the equipment with its wheels on the grund.

* If this is not possible, then refuel such
equipment on a truck or trailer from a portable
container, rather than from a gasoline
dispenser nozzle.

* If a gasoline dispenser nozzle must be used,
keep the nozzle in contact with the rim of the
fuel tank or container opening at all times until
fueling is complete.

Do not use gasoline that has been stored from one season
to the next. Use fresh, cleamleadedregular grade
gasoline. Unleaded gasoline burns cleaagtends engine
life, and promotes good starting. Leaded gasoline can be
used if unleaded is not available.

Exmark also recommends that a stabilizer/conditioner be
used regularly during operation and storage. A
stabilizer/conditioner cleans the engine during operation
and prevents gum-like varnish deposits from forming
during periods of storage.

Do not use fuel additives other than those
manufactured for fuel stabilization during storage,
such as a stabilizer/conditionerExmark does not
recommend stabilizers with an alcohol base such as
ethanol, methanol, or isopopyl. Do not use additives
to enhance the power or performance of the engine.

The mower has three ground speeds: number “1” is
slow, “2” is medium, and “3” is a fast walking pace.

Ground speed can be varied by increasing or
decreasing distance between control bar and handle.
Lower control bar to slow mower when making a turn
or if mower is moving too fast for you. If you lower
control bar too farthe mower will stop self-propelling.
Squeeze control bar closer to handle to increase
ground speed. When control bar is tight against
handle, mower will self-propel at maximum ground

* Reviewthe safety instructions and read this manual
carefully before operating the mower

Clear the area of sticks, stones, wire, branches, and
other debris which could be picked up or hit by the
blade and become thrown objects.

Keep everyone, especially children and pets, away
from the area of operation.

Avoid striking trees, walls, curbs, or other solid
objects. Never deliberately mow over any object.

If an object is struck, or the mower starts to vibrate,
immediately stop the engine, disconnect the spark plug
wire, and examine the mower for damage.

Maintain asharp bladethroughout the cutting season.
Periodically file down nicks on blade.

Replace the blade when necessary with an original
Exmark replacement blade.

Only mow dry grass or leaves.ei\grass and leaves

tend to clump on the yard and may cause the mower to
plug or the engine to stall. They may also be slippery
to walk on and could cause you to slip and fall.

When cutting grass over six inches tall, mow using the
highest height-of-cut setting and a slower walking
speed; then mow again at a lower setting for best lawn
appearance. If the grass is too long, the mower may
plug and cause the engine to stall.

Cutting Leaves

* Whencutting is complete, ensure that 50% of the grass
blades show through the cut leaf covidhis may
require one or more passes over the leaves.

« Position all wheels at the same height-of-cut setting.

» Walk at a slower mowing speed if the leaves are not
being cut up finely enough to be hidden in the grass.

» If you cut up a lot of oak leaves, add lime to your grass
in the spring. Lime reduces the acidity of the leaves.

Co. Inc. and its affiliate, Exmark Warranty Company,
pursuant to an agreement between them, jointly warrant pursuant
to the terms and conditions herein, that we will repair, replace or ad-
just any parts manufactured by Exmark and found by Exmark (in
the exercise of its reasonable discretion) to be defective in factory
material or workmanship.

This warranty is limited to one year from the date of original retail
purchase (90 days for rental use) for any Exmark mower that is
used for commercial or any other income producing purpose. The
blade spindle assemblies will be warranted for three years, one
year parts and labor with an additional two years parts only, from
date of original retail purchase against defects in materials or work-
manship. The hydrostatic traction drive system will be warranted
for two full years from date of original retail purchase against de-
fects in materials or workmanship—excluding hoses. We will ex-
tend the Peerless 5-speed transmission manufacturer’s warranty
from 90 days to one year. Belts and tires are warranted for 90 days
against defects in materials or workmanship.

The engine warranty is covered by its respective engine manufac-
turer. Please refer to the engine manufacturer’s warranty state-
ment that is included in the literature packet. We are not authorized
to handle warranty adjustments on engines. Engine warranties
should be referred to the nearest authorized service outlet of the
engine manufacturer.

This warranty extends only to the original retail purchaser of the
equipment. The warranty may not be assigned or transferred with-
out the prior express written consent of Exmark and Exmark War-
ranty Company. The warranty commences upon the date of origi-
nal retail purchase.

The Exmark turf equipment, including any defective part, must be
returned to an authorized Exmark service dealer within the warran-
ty period. The warranty shall cover the cost to repair or replace (as
determined by us) the defective part, including labor. The expense
of delivering the mower to the dealer for warranty work and the ex-
pense of returning it back to the owner after repair or replacement
will be paid for by the owner. Our responsibility in respect to claims
is limited to making the required repairs or replacements.
